• Turn LEFT into Otis Air Force Base and follow SOMA yellow directional signs.

From Route 3 South:

• Take Route 3 South toward CAPE COD.

• Enter next rotary and take 1st exit onto US-6 W / SCENIC HWY. (<0.1 miles)

• Stay STRAIGHT to go onto US-6 / SCENIC HWY. Continue to follow US-6 W. (3.5 miles)

• Enter next rotary and take 1st exit. (0.4 miles)

• Stay STRAIGHT to go onto MA-25 E / MA-28 S. Continue to follow MA-28 S. (0.8 miles)

• Enter next rotary and take 2nd exit onto MA-28 S (GEN MACARTHUR BLVD). (4.0 miles)

• Enter next rotary and take 1st exit onto MA-28 S. (3.0 miles)

• Take RT-151 E ramp toward MASHPEE / HYANNIS / NEW SEABURY / HATCHVILLE. (0.2 miles)

• Turn SLIGHT RIGHT onto MA-151 / NATHAN ELLIS HWY. (3.2 miles)

• Turn LEFT onto SANDWICH RD. (1.0 miles)

• SANDWICH RD becomes FALMOUTH SANDWICH RD. (0.3 miles)

• Turn LEFT into Otis Air Force Base and follow SOMA yellow directional signs.

North of Sharon - From Route 93 South (128N) or Route 95 South (128S) - Follow to Route 95 to Exit 10 (Coney Street - Walpole/Sharon). Turn left at top of ramp and 

continue straight to Sharon Center. At traffic light, cross over South Main Street and immediately bear right on to Pond Street. Follow Pond for approximately one-quarter 

mile to Sharon High School on right. 

South of Sharon - From Route 95 North - Follow to Exit 8 (Sharon/Foxboro). Take right off ramp (South Main Street) and continue straight. To second set of standing 

traffic lights, take right then immediately bear right on to Pond Street.

From South - Rt. 3 North; off at exit 15 (Derby St.) Turn right off exit ramp (go over highway). Follow to second set of lights (Pleasant St.) Weymouth High School One 

Wildcat Way is the first right after the light. 

From the North - Take 128 S to exit 2b, Rt. 138 toward Milton. Follow Rt. 138 past Curry College to Mattapan Square. Slight left at light and road becomes Blue Hill Ave. 

Follow crossing Morton Street and continuing to Franklin Park Zoo on the left. At next traffic light turn left onto Seaver Street follow to left on Walnut street White Stadium is 

.5 miles on left.

From the South - Take MA-3 N toward BOSTON/POINTS NORTH; Take 128 North to exit 2b, Rt. 138 toward Milton. Follow Rt. 138 past Curry College to Mattapan Square. 

Slight left at light and road becomes Blue Hill Ave. Follow crossing Morton Street and continuing to Franklin Park Zoo on the left. At next traffic light turn left onto Seaver 

Street follow to left on Walnut street White Stadium is .5 miles on left. 

From the East - Take Rt. 90 Mass Pike West to 128. Take 128 S to exit 2b, Rt. 138 toward Milton. Follow Rt. 138 past Curry College to Mattapan Square. Slight left at light 

and road becomes Blue Hill Ave. Follow crossing Morton Street and continuing to Franklin Park Zoo on the left. At next traffic light turn left onto Seaver Street follow to left 

on Walnut street White Stadium is .5 miles on left. 

From the West - Follow Rt. 90 Mass Pike East to 128. Take 128 S to exit 2b, Rt. 138 toward Milton. Follow Rt. 138 past Curry College to Mattapan Square. Slight left

at light and road becomes Blue Hill Ave. Follow crossing Morton Street and continuing to Franklin Park Zoo on the left. At next traffic light turn left onto Seaver Street follow to left

on Walnut street White Stadium is .5 miles on left.  

From Boston, the south, & the South Shore, follow the Southeast Expressway (Route 3 North) to Interstate 93 north to exit 32, Medford Square. Follow the exit ramp 

to Medford Square. At the blinker at the end of the ramp, turn left onto Main Street. *Follow Main Street for approximately 3/10 of a mile, keeping to the right of the Mobil 

gas station. Turn right onto George Street, then left onto College Avenue. Cousens Gym will be 100 yards on your right. The Athletic Offices are located on the second floor 

of the EECS building (Halligan Hall attached on the left of Cousens Gym. The Gantcher Center and Hamilton Pool are attached to Cousens Gym on the right. Bello, Huskins 

and Spicer Fields are across the street from Cousens Gym, beyond the parking lot.

From the southwest, west, or northwest via Routes 2, 3, 9 Interstate 95, or the Massachusetts Turnpike (Interstate 90), the easiest approach to the 

campus is to turn from any of these routes onto the circumferential Route 128 (Interstate 95) and proceed to its intersection with Route 2 (exit 29A). Proceed east on Route 

2 to the junction of Routes 2 and 16 and turn onto Route 16 east (Alewife Brook Parkway). Follow Route 16 through two full

traffic lights. Take the next right, a sharp turn, onto Powderhouse Boulevard. Proceed to Curtis Street, your second left, which is your second set of lights.

Follow Curtis Street up and over the hill, through a set of lights on the other side, and take a right at the variety store, onto George Street. Follow George

Street to the first stop sign and take a right onto College Avenue. Cousens Gym will be 100 yards on your right. The Athletic Offices are located on the

second floor of the EECS building (Halligan Hall) attached on the left of Cousens Gym. The Gantcher Center and Hamilton Pool are attached to Cousens

Gym on the right. Bello, Huskins and Spicer Fields are across the street from Cousens Gym, beyond the parking lot.
