Directions to Boston U.
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From the West:
Massachusetts Turnpike (I-90) East to Exit 18 (Cambridge-Allston). Bear right after toll towards Cambridge. *Turn right on Storrow Drive. Take the first exit (Boston University). Turn right at stop sign onto Commonwealth Avenue. At the 4th traffic light, take a right onto Babcock Street.  Parking is 1½ blocks on the left. 

From the North or South Shore:

I-93 into Boston to the Massachusetts Turnpike (I-90) West. Exit 20 (Cambridge- Allston) and bear right after toll towards Cambridge. Follow from * above.

VIA the ‘T’:

Babcock Street stop on the Green Line "B" train.

Directions to the Harvard Athletic Fields

1) Use SOMA Transportation from Boston University

Park at BU’s Babcock lot or Warren Tower garage. Parking is free!! SOMA shuttles will pick you up

2) Soldiers Field Rd Parking Garage on Western Ave

Parking is $5 per car. Shuttles will be running all day to take you to and from Gate 8 entrance. Garage will be open from 7am –5pm both Saturday and Sunday. You must remove your car by 5pm or it will be locked in the garage overnight.
